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 Objectives:

The work in this course is designed to strengthen and reinforce the grammar skills taught in German l02 and to build on those learned in German 101.  Since German grammar can be difficult if not fully understood and applied, this course is designed to give the student a great deal of exposure to new vocabulary and grammar application. It will also strengthen their knowledge of German culture through exposure to the chapter web sites in the basic text for 101 and 102. 

Procedure:

Toward the beginning of the semester the assignments that are to be completed outside of class will be given.  They will be certain select chapters from Szecsy.  All questions and answers should be answered neatly in the book (or separate piece of paper) and books must be turned in at the date and time given below.




During the compulsory meetings we will work on speaking skills.  Each meeting's exercises will be worth 25 points and these points may not be made up if missed.  During these sessions (7 of them) we will also work on the exercises and activities found on the text related web sites.  The readings and exercises as well as some supplemental exercises will be done in class.
