MID-TERM EXAM REVIEW GUIDE – HISTORY 101

SECTION I: Ids (36%, worth 12 points each)

You will be asked to pick 3 ids (of a choice of 6) to define using the following criteria.  The ids will be from the terms written on the board during lecture.  I ask you to write your answers in sentences.

Who, What, Why, Where, When.

Not all of these questions work for each identification, but the most important is the WHY – this is the question that asks – why is this term important; what is its historical significance.  

For dates, before 2000BC, I ask you only to give a 1000 year period (3rd millennium BC…).  After 2000BC, give a century.  If you decide to give an EXACT date, I will take ½ point off if it is wrong.

Sample Ids for which I have given full credit in the past (from a different class, but they can give you an idea…):

Edmund Ironside –  Son of Ethelred the Unready in about the 1010s.  Rebelled against Ethelred with Canute around Wessex.  Then beat Ethelred and Edmund got Wessex and Canute got the rest.  Died in about 1014-15 and Canute took over England.

Danelaw –  The Danelaw referred to both the laws and customs of the Danish lands in northern England, and it was also the name of the land itself.  When Alfred the Great defeated Guthrum in the late 800s (870s, I believe); he drew a line from London to Chester in the Northwest (near Wales), and north of the line was to remain in Danish possession, and south of this line was to belong to Wessex.  The land north of this line was the Danelaw.  It had its own laws and customs (Danelaw also) but was subject to Alfred and Wessex.

Give the breadth of the answer first in your introduction and define the aspect you plan to concentrate on in the thesis.  An “A” essay will include information from both lectures and your reading.

· For the ids, PLEASE address WHO, WHAT, WHY, WHERE, WHEN, & HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE.  The dating only needs to be accurate as to the century (though if you give an exact date, that date should be correct.  A close to exact date – ie. Battle of Tours/Poitiers in 735 instead of 732 would get half credit, while saying that it is in 8th c. would get full credit – define your own terms.
