Brief Bio:

Dr. P.  Douglas Marshall (Doug) has been significantly instrumental in the development of the Business Program at SU. For example, Doug was responsible for creating the accounting major at SU, was the founding/charter chairman of the Department of Accounting and Legal Studies at SU and was chairman/ head of accounting for 12 years from 1980 until 1992. With respect to the Perdue School, Doug was chairman of the Student Task Force, one of the four task forces organized under the Perdue Endowment Proposal Task Force (member) that was responsible for the creation of the Perdue School. Similarly, Doug served on the MBA Program Development Committee that created the MBA Program at SU.
