Course Description
This is a survey course on conceiving, launching, and building new business ventures. We will explore:

· The skills, attitudes, and techniques of successful entrepreneurs

· Environmental and industry factors relevant to success

· Creating a business plan and getting financed

Goal
To help you understand the significance of entrepreneurship, realize your entrepreneurial potential, and improve your ability to work effectively with entrepreneurs.

Course Texts
We will use two required collections of chapters, articles, and cases, both of which are available in the bookstore:
1) Grey cover

2) Blue cover (Primis/McGraw-Hill)

In the class-by-class assignments, I will refer to them as “Grey” and “Blue.”
