Scope and Sequence:
Sept 25th-October 10th



Begin by modeling for students how to find the mean of a set of numbers.  Explain that another word for mean is “average”.  Use the following model;

Samuel has $10 in his pocket, Rashaed has $8 in his pocket and Timia has $15 in her pocket.  They decide that they want to go to the store, but they are best friends and all want to have the same amount of money to spend.  So they put all their money together (add) and got $33.  Then they split (divide) it back into 3 parts (the # of numbers added together).  33 ÷ 3=11.  So the mean or average amount that each student will get is $11.

Ask students to find the mean of the two given sets of numbers.

1.  7, 9, 9, 10, 15
2. 12, 12, 19, 20, 20, 25
