Long Activity: Money
Grade: 4th
Time: 1 hour
Prerequisites:

· Ability to add and subtract decimals
· Introduction to money and money values
Standards:

· Identify values of money
· Add and subtract money (decimals)
Warm up:
· project warm up on screen using projector and document camera (place warm up paper under document camera)

· must turn on both projector and document camera

· give students about 5-7 minutes to complete 1-8

· after students complete the warm up, go over with students

· Choose different students to give the value of the money as well as show how to write each amount in decimal form

· Either choose from students with hands raised or you may choose students by pulling popsicle sticks randomly (each popsicle has a student name on it)

· have students either write the amount on the warm up paper on the line under each piece of money (pencil or pen) or have them write the amount on the white board (dry erase marker)

** Make sure students label the amounts, remind them they need to label so we know they are talking about money

Warm up

Identify how much each piece of money is worth.
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Whole group
** class and practice sheets for document camera attached at the end of the lesson

1. Read students the standards- explain we are going to be learning how to add and subtract money

2. ask students if anyone knows how to add $1.25 and $.07

- show both amounts but DO NOT line them up

- write them beside each other (either on white board or under document camera on a piece of paper)

3. allow students to show how to add these two amounts either on white board to using document camera

- Make sure the student doing the problem lines up the amounts

   correctly

- be sure to explain that the amounts need to be lined up or you

   will get the wrong answer
4. To show students how important lining up amounts

- using money manipulatives, show $1.25 and $.07 under document camera
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-  have students count money this way

- then have students count money with just numbers lined up

     $1.25

 + $.07  
             $195       Ask students: Where do you put the decimal?
Decimals should always be lined up, the decimal never changes places
5. Project the Class worksheet on the document camera and do as a class
6. have students help you complete these problems (you write what students tell you to do) 
7. After doing these together, give students practice problems (place under document camera)- can use a partner if help is needed
8. Give students about 10-12 minutes to complete these practice problems

9. have students volunteer to work out each problem

10. after you have gone over each problem with the students, students will do a worksheet for a grade (this will let you assess to see if they are understanding how to count, add and subtract money)

11. Before giving the assessment have students practice using this applet

·  For students who are having trouble identifying money, start them at easy

· For students who can identify money but cannot place pieces together to get a certain amount, start at medium

· For students who seem to have grasped the skills, have them do advance

** move students up when needed

** have students challenge themselves, if they feel comfortable
