Title: Platonic Solids
Standard: Geometry
Voluntary State Curriculum: 2B1b Describe solid geometric figures by the number of edges, faces, or vertices.
Brief Description:  This applet allows students to rotate geometric figures to identify the edges, faces, and vertices. A number representing the sum of all three components is given at the beginning of the game. The student then chooses the color(s) he/she wishes to use and proceeds to count each component separately. A chart tallies the edges, faces, and vertices as they are marked by the child. This helps the child learn to visualize where these 3 components are located on pictures of solids.

Title: The Ruler Game
Standard: Measurement
Voluntary State Curriculum: 3A1a  Estimate and determine length and height
Brief Description: The Ruler Game allows students to move a large marker on top of a ruler to find different measurements. The ruler can be set up with wholes, halves, quarters, eighths, and sixteenths. The students have the choice of setting the timer or working at their own pace. The game starts at Level 1, and ends with Level 10.

Title: Spinners
Standard: Data Analysis and Probability
Voluntary State Curriculum:
Brief Description:  This spinner applet allows rapid spins, with or without a tally chart that displays the spins as a bar graph, and ranks them numerically. The spinner can be changed to allow more or fewer choices. The colors names can be changed to other nouns, which allow discussion of a circle graph.

Title: Algebra Puzzle
Standard: Algebra
Voluntary State Curriculum:
Brief Description:  This is a challenging applet for 4th graders, but it could be fun for those students that like to work on these kinds of problems. The students need to understand how to work the tools in this applet before they begin. This Algebra Puzzle gives the totals on the right side and at the bottom of the grid. This aids students in determining the value of each icon, which matches the total sums on the right side and bottom of the applet.

Standard: Numbers and Operations

The second category, Pay Exact Amount, shows bills and coins, and the student must transfer the correct amount into the box. The last category, Make a Dollar, shows different assortments of coins, and students must pull the coins equaling a dollar into the given box.
