Grade Level: 4
Time Requirements: 10 – 20 minutes
Voluntary State Curriculum: 2B1b Describe solid geometric figures by the number of edges, faces, or vertices

NCTM Standard: Analyze characteristics and properties of two - and three - dimensional geometric shapes and develop mathematical arguments about geometric relationships

· Classify two – and three – dimensional shapes according to their properties and develop definitions of classes of shapes such as triangles and pyramids

Prerequisite Knowledge: Students need to have had one lesson on identifying solids, and possible another lesson on identifying and counting faces, edges, and vertices.

Scope and Sequence: This activity is studied in geometry during Term 2.
