Grade Level: 4

Time Requirements: 10 – 20 minutes

Voluntary State Curriculum: 3C1c Determine start time, elapsed time, and end time

· Select and apply appropriate standard units and tools to measure length, area, volume, weight, time, temperature, and the size of angles

Prerequisite Knowledge: Students should have had at least one previous lesson with elapsed time, and understand the concept.

Scope/Sequence: Elapsed time is taught in Term 2 with our measurement unit.
Teacher Notes: Dragging the hands of the clock requires fine motor skills, and some students may have difficulty manipulating the clock hands.
