Line Plot Warm Up

Grade Level:  4

Time Requirements:  15 – 20 minutes

Voluntary State Curriculum:  4A1a Collect data by conducting surveys to answer a question; 4A1b Organize and display data in line plots and frequency tables using a variety of categories and sets of data

NCTM Standard: Formulate questions that can be addressed with data and collect, organize, and display relevant data to organize them

· Represent data using tables and graphs such as line plots, bar graphs, and line graphs

Prerequisite Knowledge:  Students need to be familiar with constructing line plots from earlier lessons. This warm up should be an extension/review.

Scope and Sequence:  This activity is studied throughout the Math curriculum in Terms 1 – 4.

Teacher Notes: Have baggies of different colors and quantities for each student (no more than 15) ready and laid out on desks ahead of time.
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Using your baggy of colored mosaic squares, construct a line plot with the different colors (glue each square to the paper).  Your line has already been drawn for you. Be sure to label your line plot. Then, write one question about your line plot to share with the class.
