	Lesson Title
	Integer Football

	Grade Level/
Subject Area
	Grade 8 – Pre Algebra II

	Number of Sessions
	1 – 90 minute block with extensions to next day

	Objective(s)
	Students will be able to:
· Add and subtract integers

	Brief Summary of Lesson
	The students use a football simulation game to add and subtract integers and make a real-life connection to the use of integers

	Materials and Resources
	· Document camera, tablet (computer), game boards, colored chips, set of problem cards, scrap paper for keeping score, word problems

	Motivation (The ‘Hook’)
	Using tablet show a PowerPoint presentation of football stills and historical information, including Super Bowl winners.  Discuss football and how it is played.  What happens when a team receives a penalty?  

	Detailed Steps of Lesson
	1. After introduction explain how the rules of football relate to operations with integers.  Show examples and allow students to come up to document camera to explain where a team would be given different scenarios.

2. Display a copy of the rules for “Integer Football” using document camera.  Go over rules.

3. Display the game board and choose one person to come up to play at the document camera.  Model how game is played by selecting cards and evaluating the expressions.  The player with the greatest number goes first.  The distance moved on the game board is determined by the evaluation of the game card chosen by the player.  When time is called the player with the highest score wins the game.  Allow time to answer questions.

	Management Strategies
	· Students will be paired before class. Teacher and any other assistants will circulate and monitor play.

· Any special needs students can be paired with a professional.  Pair students according to ability (a more able student with a less able student)
Extension:

· Allow students to write their own expressions to use in the game.  Direct them to have an equal number of positive and negative answers to their expressions.
