3. What did the author in the first article claim was the impact of culture on its mathematics?

5. Why do we have mathematics?

6. What is your view of the word “culture”?

7. Do you think that a person’s culture will affect the mathematics they can think about or want to think about?

8. Is there a single “mathematics” for all humans to create/discover?
