When evaluating your classmates proofs, answer the following questions (with specifics)  and return to me.  Be creative, there may be other issues you can address as well  You can print this out for each proof.   

Could you follow what they were saying?

Did they assume what they were trying to prove?

Were you convinced by their argument?

Did their argument have any holes?

Was it clearly stated where elements were?

Did they complete the proof?

Also clearly indicate on your photocopy what portions were incorrect or unclear.  You may do so with a red ink pen or highlighters. 

Remember, this portion of the assignment is to show how you attempt to understand proofs and help your classmates to write a better proof. 

WHAT you turn in:  Your responses to the above questions and any other issues you can bring to light, the “marked up” proof you were given.
