Guidelines for writing up your lesson

Take an existing activity (or activities), or create new ones of your own, and adapt them to incorporate some of the concepts and techniques from the 2005 Summer Geometry Institute. Call your creation a “lesson”.  

Your lesson should include (some of the following conditions may overlap):  
1. An overview of what the lesson is all about. 
2. A list of objectives for your lesson and which components of your activity or activities address these objectives. 
3.  A brief description of which Goal 2 indicators or VSC components each activity addresses (as we did with some of the materials this summer). 
4. A brief description of which of the NCTM geometry and/or algebra goals (from your grade band) are met by your lesson. 
5. A list of the materials and technology that will be used. 
6. Handouts and supplemental materials that will be distributed to the students. 
7. A "To The Teacher" document that discusses in detail the mathematics behind the exercises and activities, answers to the exercises and activities and a discussion of the intended outcomes for the students with reference to the goals of the lesson. 
8. Notes on how you intend to foster dialogue amongst the students and what important mathematics you want all students to engage in.  

9. A Geometer’s Sketchpad component, if appropriate. 
 This lesson and associated teacher notes will be posted on our website so try to create something that others can read and understand.    You might also think of this as detailed substitute notes that you are leaving for your substitute with the intent that the lesson is shared as you want it to be.
