Objectives:
1 Administer an Informal Reading Inventory.  Generate data on word recognition, oral reading comprehension, silent reading comprehension and hearing comprehension.

2 Analyze data and determine three performance levels of student’s: independent, instruction and frustration level.

3 Develop an instructional plan based upon data profiles of IRI.

4 Tutor a  student and show evidence of adjusting instruction to address

specific learning needs.

     5.   Demonstrate evidence of informed and reflective pedagogy in tutorial

            situation.

6. Demonstrate specific ability to adjust instruction to diverse needs of

           students, including gifted and talented students. 
7. Articulate basic assumptions of reading miscue inventory and running records.

8. Interpret running records data in terms of cueing systems and characteristics of strategic readers.

9. Understand basic assumptions of both norm referenced and criterion referenced assessments.

10. Understand and apply basic education measurement concepts of reliability, validity, correlation, standard error of measurement  and statistical levels of significance.

11. Understand concept of anchor papers in writing.

      12. .Demonstrate knowledge and be able to identify basic stages of spelling 

      development.

    13. Interpret two basic case study reports; one written by school psychologist

           and one written by a reading specialist.

    14. .Participate in a modified Individual Educational Plan and interpret 

     findings.
