Objectives:

Candidates will:
1. understand the relationships among the language arts and be able to demonstrate that language is the foundation upon which reading is learned.

2. identify benchmarks of emergent literacy

3. design a balanced and researched based emergent literacy curriculum.

4. demonstrate knowledge of and ability to use specific strategies such as experience stories, shared reading, the use of predictable books, and environmental print activities

5. identify and critique the two major approaches to phonics instruction

6. demonstrate ability to teach emergent reader essential skills of phonological awareness and phonics

7. be able to construct a systematic instructional program in phonics

8. understand and demonstrate ability to enhance reading fluency thru the use of strategies such as repeated reading, shared reading and choral reading.

9. be able to  describe three major models of reading acquisition and provide instructional examples of each model

10.  identify the role of schema/prior knowledge, purpose, prediction and interest in the enhancement of reading comprehension.

11. conduct a guided reading lesson and provide a self assessment of lesson.

12. plan  and conduct a simulated lesson in the reading of informational text using one of three major strategies

13.  identify the major issues in vocabulary instruction and provided two major strategies for vocabulary enhancement.

14. describe the concept of metacognition and provide instructional examples in comprehension, word recognition, and vocabulary instruction

15.  demonstrate awareness of professional guidelines and standards of the International Reading Association.

16.  be able to build a thoughtful case or brief on issues of literacy instruction, including topics of:  high frequency words, two approaches to phonics, optimal time for vocabulary instruction, the use of decodeable texts, the role of prediction in construction of meaning, invented spelling, contextual effects of word recognition, instruction in nonsense words, and the interaction between fluency and comprehension.
