Frequently Used Linux Commands
1. To find out where you are in the directory
%pwd

2. To create a new directory called foo under your current location

%mkdir foo
3. To go to a sub directory foo under your current location 

%cd foo
4. To move up one level in your directory

%cd ..
5. To move to your home directory

%cd

6. To find out the content under your current directory

%ls -l
7. To compile a C++ program called foo.cpp and generate an executable program called foo
%g++ -o foo foo.cpp   

8. To print a file called foo.cpp
%a2ps foo.cpp
9. To execute a command that you previously executed, you can use up-arrow or down-arrow key to bring it back instead of re-typing it.

10. To type in a long directory or command name, you can use TAB key to help you automatically fill in some part of the directory name or command name.
